· Any vehicle carrying 10 or more passengers is required to have limits of $100,000/$500,000/$100,000 or $500,000 combined single limit.

· In the case of rented vehicles, the requirement of coverage limits can be met by combining the limis of personal coverage carried by the driver with coverage carried by the owner of the rented vehicle.

· Driver must have a valid driver’s license and be at least 18 years of age.

· Driver will travel at reasonable speed in accordance with state and local laws.
